The Daybreaks have been named "Nashville's next super-group" by local, independent radio station Lightning 100. The band is made up of prolific singer/songwriters Kaleb Jones & Heather Bond and producers Bobby Holland & Adam Bokesch. Kaleb has been writing and performing in Nashville for over 14 years. His appearance on the third season of NBC’s The Sing-Off jump started an unlikely career in a cappella with the group Street Corner Symphony. His solo music has also been featured on television, most recently the series finale of The Vampire Diaries. Heather Bond has been in Nashville for a decade writing and performing as a solo artist, as well as writing & collaborating with other artists. She is currently working on her sophomore solo album with producer Viktor Krauss (Alison Krauss, Dolly Parton, Lyle Lovett). Her music has been featured on television shows ranging from Jane the Virgin to Sesame Street. Bobby Holland is a Nashville native, brilliant producer and multi-instrumentalist who has worked with the likes of ZZ Ward, Maggie Rose and was more recently nominated for a Grammy for his engineering work on Kesha’s album Rainbow. Adam Bokesch has been in Nashville for over a decade producing music for label and independent artists alike. His solo instrumental music is featured on film & television and most recently on Ameritrade’s ad for the 2016 Olympics aired on ESPN featuring Olympian Chaunté Lowe.

Since their first single back in 2016 the band has been kept on constant rotation at Lightning 100, Alt 97.5 and Q108.1 in the greater Nashville area. They’ve earned spots on stages for festivals such as Live On The Green, Musicians Corner, SXSW and The Nash Spring Bash among others. From those and other performances they’ve been able to share the stage with names such as Jukebox The Ghost, Ron Pope, The Sisterhood, Leigh Nash, Future Thieves, Them Vibes, Blank Range, Smooth Hound Smith and more.

Last year the band was selected by Southwest Airlines to represent the city of Nashville for their Artists on the Rise residency program and a Live at 35 Session performing on one of their flights at 35,000 feet. SInce then the band has been renowned for performing in some unconventional spaces including aboard a VW Bus, in a cave, outside a waterfall and a plane.

In the Summer of 2017, the band performed their first headline show in their hometown of Nashville for their album release show and sold it out with praises for the album from The Huffington Post, Paste Magazine, No Country For New Nashville, Lockeland Springsteen, The Deli Magazine and more.

2018 finds the band releasing their sophomore album, The Idea of You, with yet another cinematic approach to their retro-flavored, pop sound. Co-produced by Holland and Bokesch this album will be a feat that most Nashville bands that start out never get to accomplish, making a mark in this town with more than one album under their belt. The band will be embarking on mid-west album release tour around Tennessee, Alabama, Georgia and Kentucky followed by plays on both coasts in 2019.
